Term 1 – Bible Basics 

Key Outcomes: CSRE4-1 Identifies the context and key themes of the Bible

Week Topic Breakdown Notes 
1 Introductions • Introduce scripture and myself 

• Explain the topic 

• Give an overview for the term 

• Set classroom expectations. 

 

2 Bible Facts Game Show • How many books are in the Bible? 

• How many parts are there (Testaments)? 

• How many authors were there? 

• How old is the bible? 

 

3 Bible Timeline: Old Testament • Do as a group activity. Have significant events on paper 
cut out. As I teach on the board, they need to put them 
together on their timelines. Do it as a competition. 

 

4 Bible Timeline: New 
Testament 

• Explore different types of books in the new testament. 
Including the gospels and letters.  

• Discuss context and authors. 

 

5 What are the Gospels? • Matthew, Mark, Luke and John 

• Tells the same story of Jesus’s life from four people’s 
point of view 

• Why are the Gospels important? 

• John 3:16-17 

6 Can you trust the Gospels? • How many witnesses?  

• Where they trust worthy witnesses?  

• What about contradiction?  

• How soon were the gospels written after Jesus’s died? 
(did they have time to become legends?)

7 What evidence is there for 
Christ outside the bible? 

• A Jewish text called the Talmud

8 Bible Fact Game Show, 
revisited 

• Re ask questions asked at the start of the term as well as 
questions about the information we study this term.  

• Use as an indicator of how much the students have taken 
in over the term 

• Have prizes as rewards.

Term 2 – Evidence for the Historical and Biblical Jesus 

Key Outcomes: CSRE4-5 Discuss key pieces of evidence that supports the existence of Jesus

Week Topic Breakdown Notes 
1 Introductions • Explain the topic overview the term 

• Introduce the book “Case for Christ” 

• What were the writer’s motivations for writing the book? 

• Set classroom expectations. 

 

2 Who was Jesus of Nazareth?  • What was Jesus’s background? 

• Where and when did he live? 

• How was he born and who was his family? 

• What was his impact on history? 

• Luke 1,2 and 3. (Look at prophesies 
and birth)  

3 Did Jesus really think he was 
God? 

• Did Jesus really think he was God?  

• Or was this something people claimed for him?  

• Did Jesus say, “I am God?” If so was he Lying?
